Consideration will be given to a broad range of projects; as long as they are of a general charitable or benevolent
purpose and support one or more of the following areas:

. Environmental initiatives or activities;

. Youth education, training or mentoring;

. Innovative projects that benefit the local community; and

. Arts, cultural and other events / activities that benefit the local community.

Projects requiring funding should commence or occur in 2010. Grant applications of up to $1,000 are invited for
consideration.
